That was until I started working at
102.5 KNIX.

Eating lunch outside the MU in 1998, I saw an ad in the ASU State
Press for a job opening in the media research department at a place
that had real-life radio stations in the same building! For the next
few years, I did just about every odd job I could, soaking it all in, constantly
curious about the happenings in the hallway we weren't supposed to bother.
Where the radio stations were. With all those ON-AIR Lights.

For an entire year, I pestered my PD to give me a shot. It was always a no, for one reason or another, 'til that magical Friday. I 
was skipping by his office and said, "Hey George, ya gonna put me on the air tonight?" I just kept skipping, fully expecting his 
'not this week, Lois', or that familiar head shake and smile. But instead... IT WAS GO TIME! He needed a fill-in jock! I nearly
fainted.

From 2001 to 2006, I worked in Promotions/Marketing full time, while spending my extra hours talking on Arizona's Legendary 
102.5 KNIX. I couldn't get enough of it.

2006 brought my chance to go "home" and be a full-time radio personality for Tucson's KiiM-FM 99.5 & that's what I did until 
2009. When your high school math teacher (Mr. Tingle) calls the request line and asks if this is THAT LOIS LEWIS... it's life.

The next seven years were entirely unexpected, yet taught me SO much about our industry as I worked the 
#WestCoastBestCoast for Republic Nashville, breaking bands like Florida-Georgia Line, The Band Perry, and Eli Young Band. 
Making artists' dreams come true was one of my favorite feelings; so rewarding. But I missed radio. I loved building brands for
my bands, but thought that I, too, had talent to offer. So, I returned.

Seventeen months in Vegas working on 95.5 The Bull led me right back here.

Right back HOME. On MY Country Station, 102.5 KNIX.

I'm Double-L, your at-work bestie. So glad you're here with me today.



I'm Lois Lewis, but my listeners call me Double-L. My husband Mike 
hates country music, which is ironic, I know, so he just calls me Lois. We met 8 
years ago on Match.com, with a wink & a message and, six years ago, had our first 
dance to, can you believe it, a COUNTRY SONG. I always win. Happy Wife, Happy 
Life, right?

We have two furkids, Clarence Worley & Sasha Banks.

Posting up with Corona 
Premier all over the Valley, Delivering Signed Guitars (surprise!), Sampling that Red Bird Farms Chicken, Showing off the nails next 
to the Subaru logo... for influencer campaigns to truly work, they must be fully integrated. It's one of my strengths as a personality. 
BTW: Traded Taylor in. New whip is Dustie. As in … Dustin Lynch "Ridin' Roads".



Go to where the people are. Instead of booking another parking lot remote or generic appearance, I came up with
this idea two years ago. Thursday nights at Dierks Bentley's Whiskey Row (perfect tie-in) is for Tip it Back Trivia 
with Double-L! I host a two-hour interactive trivia night with beer specials, prizes, and live music! On days I have 
artists in to play our SoundSpace, we even have intermission entertainment! I've made so many new friends 
(listeners) this way & get to pretend I'm Bob Barker for the evening. It's a big win win.



MY PASSION! From 2009-2016, I flipped the switch (as they do on TIK TOK) on radio & worked in records, 
breaking bands like TBP, EYB, ATH & FGL. In fact, I took BK & T-Hubb to their first In-N-Out Burger. It's stories like 
that, and the knowledge I gained during that time that gives me the insight on how to introduce my listeners to 
what's NEXT. I cultivate/promote/invite/welcome listeners & host artists in our SoundSpace.



Is there ANYTHING better than making someone's day? Nope. The answer is NOPE. Unless you're lucky enough 
to get puppy kisses at the same time. I LIVE for ticket stops and my face-to-face time with my listeners. This isn't 
a time to stand behind a table or inside a booth; this is the time for hugs, inclusion, interaction, questions, love 
and WINNING! PS – why would I draw the winning numbers when the kiddos LOVE doing it for me!



THE BIGGEST, THE MOST EXCLUSIVE, THE MUST-HAVE TICKET in the Valley – the KNIX SECRET SHOW. Yep, it's 
THAT massive. Nope, you don't get to know who's playing the show. Unless you're me. *wink* As Music Director, I 
work with my team + BNA to get the BEST for our listeners... #8 was CMA Vocal Group of the Year Old Dominion!



Rewind to 2001: I've begged (then PD George King) for an entire year to be on the air at 102.5 KNIX. Two people call in sick 
on a Friday, so I'm UP! (yikes) First song I ever play on 102.5 KNIX? "My Next Thirty Years". Fast Forward to 2019 as KNIX 
celebrates 50 Years of Country & I'm on stage introducing our headliner TIM MCGRAW! We booked him acoustic; he 
shows up FULL BAND. 5000-seat venue, absolutely SOLD OUT & some of the BEST memories made for my next thirty years.

When THE BIGGEST artist of 2019 finally hits your market, you bring the BIGGEST PARTY. We got the pre-show 
longneck icecolds started early with Jameson Rodgers across the street from the arena & kept them flowing with a 
post-show dance party. I've been with Corona Premier since their local launch & this was the perfect client integration. 
It was also a cool full circle way to experience a show day with my listeners. From anticipation to afterglow.



I trust you've heard of Scottsdale? Whelp, this is Scottsdale's Biggest Party, with a portion of the proceeds 
benefitting Thunderbirds Charities across the Valley. From FORE to day-drinkin' to KNIGHTLY entertainment, Miranda 
brought Cody Johnson & Wanda (her airstream) while Dierks delivered Doug Douglason. And yes, yes I did smell his 
non-deodorized armpits for the art of the interview. It was hilarious. They stunk.

The NBA called the game! The NBA JUST SUSPENDED THE SEASON?!?! That was really the day that marked the change, 
wasn't it? This is when relationships shine. When you've built a safe place for your family to land. We activated immediately. 
Senior Shoutouts, Birthday Parades, Virtual Tip it Back Trivia, Country Ain't Canceled Mixes on Friday Nights. We also 
worked with local company Branded Bills to create limited edition KNIX FAMILY Hats we Surprised & Delighted with. 
Couldn't buy 'em; couldn't even really win 'em – they'd just show up at your door.



Ya can't cancel the country at KNIX. PIVOT! I booked talent for Tim, Ben & Brooke's Happy Half Hour on FB Live, 
while I hosted artists on IG LIVE. Lainey Wilson was set to play my second Purple Party, so we still purpled. 
Listeners made me masks & a few even brought me goodies, contactless delivery of course. Relationships.



When they know your favorite color. When they know your favorite song. When they know the names of your dogs 
and their favorite activities. When they send you a card in the mail on the first year without your Grammy. When 
they paint you pictures. That's when you know how much you mean to them, too. My listeners ROCK.



I used to have red hair. GASP! WUT?! I know. Crazy. But... purple's always been my favorite color. Same as Grammy. My 
hairdresser wouldn't do it for the longest time, saying I'd look like Barney, because of all the other purple I wear too. 
Thing is though, when you're on the radio (unseen), but your listeners can still PICTURE you in your purple, it becomes 
your thing. Purple presents, purple emojis, purple outfits, purple DMs, purple hearts, matching purple hair. To me, 
PURPLE = LOVE! and has created so many new & lasting relationships.



I remember when I started in radio, they told me only 1% of my listening audience would ever call me. ONE 
PERCENT? Challenge Accepted! Social media has given me the ability to TRULY communicate with my listeners. I 
invite & encourage the DM! I want opinions on songs, stories, or whatever GOOD VIBES they're feelin'! It's a unique 
exchange and I'm always so stoked to see a new notification with a new opportunity to interact.
