suburban Cincinnati restaurant has been acquired by its brewing partner. 
West Side Brewing announced Jan. 17 that it acquired Gilligan's on the Green, an Irish- and 
American-themed restaurant, at 400 Wyoming Ave. in the Cincinnati suburb of Wyoming. As part 
of the acquisition, the restaurant will be rebranded to Gilligan's Brewery effective Feb. 1. Terms 
of the deal were not disclosed. 
West Side Brewing has been Gilligan's brewery partner since it first opened in November 2023, 
creating a lineup of exclusive English-, Irish- and Scottish-inspired beers. Gilligan's on the Green 
was opened by Frank Eversole and Rick Pouliot and their EP Investments, a group that also owns 
Westwood's Ivory House, a white-tablecloth steakhouse on Harrison Avenue; W Bar + 
Bistro, which took over the West Side’s Henke Winery in 2022; and Aubrey and Zach’s Ice Cream. 
West Side Brewing began producing the Gilligan's beers at a brewery adjacent to Gilligan's on 
the Green in December 2024. “With West Side Brewing starting to brew on-site, we thought it 
was best for them to operate the entire space in order to create an authentic taproom 
experience for the Wyoming community," Eversole said in a news release. 
General Manager Emmy Friedrichs and Chef David Mapstead will continue on in their current 
roles. West Side Brewing CEO Joe Mumper said in a release that patrons can expect some 
changes under the new ownership but did not elaborate on what those will be. “We’re looking 
forward to working with Emmy on some exciting changes that will make Gilligan’s one of the very 
best brewery taproom experiences in the region,” Mumper said in the release. 
The partnership between West Side Brewing and EP Investments stretches back to 2020, when 
Ivory House opened near the craft brewery. West Side Brewing first opened in 2017 in 
Westwood. West Side Brewing is Cincinnati's ninth-largest brewery, according 
to Courier research, selling 2,742 barrels of beer in 2023.

American Can Company and the Gottfried Krueger Brewery make their move; Krueger's Finest 
Beer and Krueger's Cream Ale are the first beers sold in cans.  Krueger chose Richmond, Virginia 
as its first test market. By March Krueger's sales are up by 550%.  Several other brewers have 
begun to seriously consider canning their beers. Red Top and Burger were the first Cincinnati 
Breweries to package beer in cans.
